Private lessons offer opportunities to work
one on one to refine riding skills as well as
therapeutic goals; private lessons are
sometimes best for those who have difficulty
in groups.

Licensed and certified therapists use the
horse as a therapy tool to assist clients in
reaching therapeutic goals.

Services for Groups

Group Services

(e.g. school, recreation, therapy groups)
Groups elect plan and may choose to
combine therapeutic riding with un-mounted
activities, such as grooming, tacking, equine
education, and team-building. Group thera-
pists / educators / providers are encouraged
to be involved. Both plans include two hours
of pre-session planning time and weekly
communication with instructor(s).

Plan One

One instructor conducts class for one group
of up to 4 or 5 participants, depending on
ability level. Activities are scheduled for each
class.

Plan Two

Two instructors conduct classes simultan-
eously in groups of up to 4 or 5 participants
(maximum 8-10 total), depending on ability
level. Activities are scheduled for each class.
